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ARTICLE I.

NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Class of 1944 of Dartmouth College. (the “Class”)

ARTICLE II.

PURPOSE

The purpose of the organization shall be to develop a strong and enduring Class structure in order to further the interests, welfare and education purposes of Dartmouth College, for so long as the Class is in existence and Dartmouth College remains organized exclusively for charitable, educational or scientific purposes with the meaning of Sections 501©(3) and 170 (b)(1) (A) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

ARTICLE  II.

MEMBERSHIP

All persons who entered with the Class, transferred from another college directly into the Class, graduated as of the Class of 1944, are elected to honorary membership at a Class meeting, or are widows of any of the above, are members of this organization.

ARTICLE  IV.

MEETINGS

Section 1.
There shall be a meeting of the Class in Hanover at every annual or official reunion. Other meetings may be called by the Board of Directors President at any time as deemed necessary.  Official class meetings will be held every five years beginning in 2009.  
Section 2.
Members shall be notified of any Class meeting in the Class newsletter and on the Class webpage.

Section 3.
No quorum shall be necessary to conduct Class business at any Class meeting. Except as provided in Article XVI, a majority of the members in attendance shall determine the outcome of any vote.

ARTICLE V.

SUFFRAGE

All members of the Class as defined in Article III, shall be entitled to vote at all Class meetings.

ARTICLE VI.

ELIGIBILITY TO HOLD OFFICE

All members of the Class qualified to vote under Article III shall be eligible for election to any office in this organization.

ARTICLE VII.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS – ELECTED CLASS OFFICERS
Section 1.
The Board of Directors shall constitute the policy-making body of the Class and act on its behalf between Class meetings concerning the Class and its affairs.

Section 2.
Five members of the Class shall constitute the Class Board of Directors. They shall be elected at a Class meeting held during an official reunion or by mail vote when necessary. 

Section 3.
The term of office for all members of the Board of Directors shall be from official reunion to official reunion.

Section 4.
The Board of Directors shall have the power at any time to remove from office any Board member or officer who, in the opinion of the Board is not serving the best interests of the Class or College.  
Section 5.  
Meetings of the Board of Directors may be held at such time and place as the President or any three members may determine.  In lieu of a Board meeting, the President may poll the Board by mail, telephone, fax or other electronic means, and any decision reached by the affirmative vote of the majority of the Board as a result of the poll shall be deemed the decision of the Board.  

Section 6.
Vacancies on the Board of Directors shall be filled by the Board of Directors members until the next official Class Meeting.

ARTICLE VIII.

DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS CLASS OFFICERS
Section 1.
Officers elected by the Class shall have the following duties:
a. The president of the Board of Directors will act as the executive head of the Class. It will be his or her responsibility to initiate new projects and carry out policies voted for at previous Class meeting. In addition, the President shall exercise general supervision over Board Members.

b. The Board of Directors membership shall serve as the executive heads of the Class and assume the duties of the President in his or her absence.

c. The Secretary, as designated by the Board of Directors, will be the primary link between the individual Class members and the College and shall prepare the Class Notes for the Dartmouth Alumni Magazine. The Secretary shall also prepare and distribute at Class meetings, minutes of meetings of the Class and Board of Directors and shall serve as custodian of Class files and records.

d. The Treasurer, as designated by the Board of Directors, shall receive and disburse all funds of the Class and shall submit an annual financial report at Class meetings.

e.  The Board of Directors shall have the power at any time to remove from office any Board member or officer who, in the opinion of the Board is not serving the best interests of the Class or College.  

ARTICLE IX:  OFFICERS APPOINTED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS  

Section 1.
Officers, such as, but not limited to, Head Agent, Newsletter Editor, Reunion and Mini Reunion Chairs, Reunion Giving Chair, Bequest and Estate Planning Chair, Class Project Chair, Obituary Chair, Webpage Chair and Widows Chair, may be appointed by the Board of Directors or by mail if necessary.  

Section 2.
Officers appointed by the Board of Directors shall have the following duties and serve to the next official reunion.  
a.  The Head Agent shall conduct the solicitation for the Dartmouth College Fund.
b.  The Newsletter Editor shall be responsible for preparing the Class Newsletter.      
The Newsletter will serve as the regular avenue of communication between the officers and members of the Class.

c. The Reunion Chair shall be responsible for planning and conducting the next official reunion of the Class.

d. The Mini-Reunion Chair shall be responsible for planning and conducting Mini Reunion events.

e.  The Reunion Giving Chair, in coordination with the Reunion Chair and Head Agent, shall plan and conduct the solicitation of funds to be presented to the College at each official reunion of the Class.

f. Webpage Chair will be responsible for maintaining the Webpage.  
g.  The Bequest and Estate Planning Chair shall be responsible for the bequest and estate planning activities of members of the Class for the benefit of the College.

h. The Class Project Chair shall, in coordination with the College, propose projects that may be undertaken by the Class for the benefit of the College.

i. The Widows Chair shall act as Class liaison with the widows of former members of the Class and encourage their continued interest in the College and their involvement in Class Activities.

Section 3.
Where any of the officers listed in Section 2 above perform their duties through or with the aid of a committee, the Chairperson may also appoint members of the Class and others to serve as members of the Board. The Board of Directors may also appoint other committees to further the interest of the College and the Class.
Section 4.
All officers and committee chairs shall, at the behest of the President, submit a written report of their activities at or near the end of each year or upon completion of a special assignment to the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE X.

CLASS YEAR

The Class year shall be the twelve (12) month period from July 1 through June 30. Unless otherwise determined, the annual activities and reports of the Class shall conform to that period.
ARTICLE XI.

DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

Section 1.
Class dues shall be levied each year upon each member of the Class. The amount of the dues shall be recommended by the Board of Directors.

Section 2. 
Special assessments, in addition to dues, may be levied upon each member of the Class. The amount and purpose of such special assessment shall be determined by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE XII.

PRIVATE INUREMENT

No part of the net earnings of the Class shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to, any Class member, officer or any other private person or individual. All of the assets and net earnings of the Class shall be used to further the College’s education and charitable purposes.

ARTICLE XIII.

POLITICAL ACTIVITY

No substantial part of the activities of the Class shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation. The Class shall not participate or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

ARTICLE XIV.

ADOPTION

This constitution shall become effective upon the approval of two-thirds of the members voting at a meeting of the Class and shall supersede all prior Class constitutions.

ARTICLE XV.

AMENDMENTS

A two-thirds vote of those members voting at any Class meeting shall be necessary to amend this constitution.

ARTICLE XVI.

DISSOLUTION

The Class shall be deemed to be dissolved at such time as there shall be no member living whose address is known to the Alumni Relations Office of Dartmouth College or sooner if the number of Class members becomes so few as to render it impractical to continue the organization’s existence. Upon dissolution or termination, all of the property and assets of the Class shall, after the payment of any lawful debts, be distributed to Dartmouth College for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501©(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.
